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PARSHA SUMMARY

In the beginning, before the world was created, there was 
nothing except Hashem. There was no world at all: no sun, no 
moon, no water, no trees, no animals, no people—not even a 

speck of dust. There was only Hashem and nothing else!

Hashem wanted to make a world so people could fill it with 
mitzvot—good deeds that make the world a happy, loving, 
and peaceful place. Mitzvot include things like listening to 
your parents, eating challah on Shabbat, giving money to poor 
people, lighting the Chanukah menorah, and being kind to your 
friends. 

What would Hashem need to create to make the world a happy, 
peaceful place for people? What would people need to have so 
they could do mitzvot?

In six days, Hashem created everything in the world—
absolutely everything people would need—so that it would be 
a good place, a place where people could do mitzvot.
